INSTRUCTION FOR PREPARING PAPERS
General Requirements:

The general requirements of the papers are the same as that of the last conference.

Full papers must be typed in English. Please provide a complete mailing address and an e-mail address for the corresponding author. Full responsibility rests with the author. The submitted paper or its equivalent should not have been published elsewhere.
If there is a request for paper revision, reviewers will consider the revised version as soon as possible.

Full-Length Paper: Manuscripts must be typed using 12-point characters (approximately 300 words or 2000 characters per page). The maximum page-length is 16 pages for invited papers and 12 pages for contributed papers(including figures). The numbers of figures normally should not exceed 10-12(including parts a, b, etc.)

Papers are intensely suggested to submit in our conference website after registration or via e-mail. All pages should be numbered. 

Papers should have the following structure: a) text, b) references, c) tables, d) captions, 
e) illustrations, and f) nomenclature section. 
Abstract: Each full-length paper must be accompanied with a short abstract (no more than half a page) written as a single paragraph. Acronyms and abbreviations should not be used. The abstract should indicate the subject dealt with in the paper and should state the goal of the investigation. Readers should not have to read the paper to understand the abstract.

Title and Authors' Names: The title should be brief and concise, without the use of acronyms or abbreviations. The authors' names should appear on the line below the title in the following sequence – first name, family name. The affiliations of all authors with the postal and e-mail addresses should be given on the line below. 

Mathematics: Be sure that subscripts and superscripts are readily apparent. Make clear difference between capital and small characters that are similar. Do not use gothic fonts. Exp should be written for exponential function. To save space, the solidus (/) must be used for fractions in the text and for simple fractions in displayed equations, but the notation ab/c/d is inadmissible, it should be ab/cd; if a denominator contains the plus or minus sign, it should be enclosed in brackets. The formulas should be numbered in order of their appearance in the paper; only those formulas that are cited in the text should be numbered. The number should be placed on the right of the formula. 

References: Each reference must be cited in numerical order (in square brackets) in the text. The references should be grouped at the end of the paper and presented in the form:

[1] A. B. Author, C. D. Author, “Title of the article,” The Journal, Vol., No., pp.110–120 (2000).
Illustrations: Lettering should be large enough to be legible (at least 2 mm high) after reduction. Do not use very large and very small lettering within the same figure and keep the lettering size and style uniform throughout your illustrations.Each figure must have a caption; captions should be listed on a separate sheet. Lengthy inscriptions in figures should be replaced by notation composed of numbers or letters (or both), and the notation should be explained in the text or in the caption. The numbering of curves in figures should not start from zero and should be directed from top to bottom and from left to right. The notation in the figures should be consistent with those in the text. Cite each figure in numerical order in the text.

Tables: Each table must have a number and a caption. Cite each table in numerical order in the text.

Units: Use International System of Units. 

Acknowledgements:  The acknowledgement for funding organizations etc. should be placed in a separate section at the end of the text.
Recommendations for file preparation

To speed up preparing your paper for publication, please provide an electronic version. Papers are intensely suggested to submit in our conference website after registration or via e-mail.
In submitting the paper via the e-mail, please observe the following requirements: 

· Indicate the author’s name as the subject after the note ”MG-XIII”
· Add files as attachments
· If the files are too large, popular archivers (ARJ, ZIP, RAR) may be used.
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
